


Steel Platforms

Platforms made of high-quality structural steel are often fabricated
and coated offsite, and mainly used to allow access to mechanical
and instrumentation equipment such as pumps and valves.

Booster Pumps

Booster pumps are used to transfer oil from tankage within the
termnial to the mainline pipeline system. They are typically vertically
suspended and installed on deep concrete foundations.

Valves

Valves are intricate pieces of mechanical equipment used to
control the flow of oil products through the pipeline. They can be
either manually or automatically operated.

Metering Facilities

Metering facilities are a collection of various instruments
for automatically measuring the amount of oil products flowing
through the pipelines.

Leak Detection

All storage terminals are equipped with a dedicated
leak-detection instrumentation system used to monitor the
operation and safety of il tanks and pipelines. In the event a
leak is detected, the system will automatically shut down the
flow of oil using automated valves.

Commissioning and Startup
